  HARTMAN MODS – how to rebuild your original Savage muffler to get a deeper sound.

1. Take off the endplate. Sounds easy, but…. There are two different mufflers on the Savage, one with a riveted endplate, and one with a welded. I have never come upon a riveted one, but as far as I have seen on the net, it is not only to drill out the rivets, there is also some welded spot somewhere, that you have to deal with, if you have a riveted muffler. So, to make this as easy as possible, no matter of which type of muffler you have, I suggest you drill a 10 millimeter hole in the endplate, and take it somebody who cuts it with a torch. (Any gaswelding torch will produce enough heat, the most common mixture is acetylene + oxygen). This operation will NOT ruin the chrome on the muffler. Now, inside the muffler you will find two pipes, full of small holes, of different diameters. Throw the small one away.

2.    Find a pipe with thicker walls, that you can slide into the bigger pipe . You need two pieces, one that has to be bent at the end, this bent end shall go into the muffler, into the second section, and OBSERVE that this pipe shall be turned the way it is turned on the drawing – the opening facing AWAY from the small thin pipe coming from the next chamber. This causes the exhaustgases to take a longer way out, and this affects the sound. You can make this bend so, that you cut an angeled piece away from the pipe, very close to the end, bend the parts together and secure them by welding.

3.    Make yourself a new endplate, fill the last chamber in the muffler with insulation. You can buy the same stuff used in carmufflers, rather cheap it is. Weld the endplate to the muffler.

4.    Weld the outsticking pipe to the endplate. Cut the pipe to desired length. Paint the endplate and the pipe with some good heat-resistant paint to protect it from rust. Start the bike and enjoy ! This will hardly give you more decibels, but the sound will get considerably deeper, and on some bikes it will reduce the backfiring too.
